1) Name: The Club shall be called the Akita Club of Scotland.

2) Objects: The Club’s objects shall be to promote the interest and welfare of the Akita Club of Scotland

From a point of reference for Scottish Akita owners and interested parties and to help foster a better

Appreciation of dogs in general.

3) Officers: The Officers of the Club shall be President, Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer.

      The President being in an Honorary Capacity and as such has no voting rights. Chairman, Vice Chairman, 

      Secretary and Treasurer have voting rights at all meetings, the Chairman having the casting vote. In

      Event of the Chairman being absent, the Officer chairing the meeting relinquishes his right to vote.

      Each Officer is eligible for re-election at the A.G.M.. All Officers must be resident in Scotland with

      The exception of the President.

4) Committee: Management of the Club is in the hands of a Committee of 14 members, all of whom 

      must be resident in Scotland, inclusive of Chairman, Vice Chairman, Secretary, treasurer and 

     10 fully paid up members with election on a biennial basis, all being eligible for re-election.

      Meeting of the Committee will be deemed necessary and 7 inclusive of 2 Office Bearers shall form 

      a quorum for the transaction of business. It is in the power of the Committee to co-opt a member

      to fill a vacancy should such a need arise for the remainder of the term of office.

5) Election of Committee members: Any member wishing to stand for office or committee must have

Been a member for at least one year prior to the date when nominations are due, the date of the

 Membership shall be calculated from the date of the committee meeting at which the membership

was approved. Each nominee must be proposed and seconded by a member who has held 

membership for at least one year.

                 6) Election of Honorary Life President: The Committee shall propose a nominee for Honorary Life

                     President, also the members may propose a different nominee, a Ballot at the A.G.M. will then 

                     Decide the Presidency. The Post of Honorary Life President carries no voting rights. Whilst

                     This is a ‘ Life Presidency’ should the committee or members feel that the President has acted

                     in a manner injurious to the Breed, dogs in general or especially to the Club, they may hold a

                     meeting to discuss the matter and remove them from the post.
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 7) Election of Members: Candidates for election must submit a letter of intent to the Committee for 

Consideration..  A decision to be made at the following Committee Meeting.

   7( b) The committee shall be responsible for nominating selected persons as Honorary Vice Presidents
            or Honorary Life Members of the Club, these Honorary positions shall only be granted after

            acceptance by a majority of members present and voting at an Annual General Meeting. These

            positions shall have voting rights at an Annual General Meeting only. Honorary Life Members

            of the Club shall retain there voting rights.

8) Subscriptions: The Annual Subscription shall be single Subscription £7-00. Joint membership £10-00

    Junior Membership ( If at least one parent a Member) £2-00. This will be reviewed Annually at the

    A.G.M. The subscription must be paid prior to the A.G.M. of that year in which it falls due, or 
    Membership lapses and the procedure for a new member ensues before being admitted again to

    membership of the Club. The subscription is payable to the treasurer and only fully paid up members
    are entitled to any of the privileges of membership, Members under 18 years have no voting rights.

9) Expulsion of Members: Any member who shall be suspended under Kennel Club Rule A42J (4) and

    Or disqualified under Kennel Club Rule A42J (8) shall ipso facto cease to be a member of the society

    for the duration of the suspension and/or under disqualification

    If the conduct of any member shall, in the opinion of the Committee of the Society be injurious to

    the Character or interests of the society, the Committee or the Society may, at a meeting the notice 

    convening which included as an object the consideration of the conduct of the member, determine

    that a Special General meeting of the Society be called for the purpose of passing a resolution to

    expel him/her.

    Notice of the Special General Meeting shall be sent to the accused member, giving particulars of the 

    Complaint and advising the place, date and hour of the meeting that he/she may attend and offer an 

    Explanation. If at the meeting a resolution to expel is passed by two-thirds majority of the members
    Present and voting, his/her name shall forthwith be erased from the list of members and he/she

    Shall thereupon cease for all purposes to be a member of the society, except that he/she may within

    two calendar months from the date of such meeting appeal to the Kennel Club upon and subject to

    such a condition as the Kennel Club may impose.

10) Club Priority: The Priority of the Club shall be the responsibility of the Committee and in the event

      of the Club ceasing to exist, a Special General Meeting shall be called to decide the disposal of any
      assets.
11) General Business: The Financial Year of the Club shall run from 1st January to 31st December. 

      The A.G.M. shall be held on a suitable date in the months of February or March for the following 

      Purposes: - to receive the report of the Committee and Balance Sheet(s), to elect Officers and

     Discuss resolutions placed on the Agenda, of which 14 days clear notice must have been given to

     the Secretary. No business other than that which appears on the Agenda shall be transacted with the 

     exception of routine matters or those which in the opinion of the Chairman are Urgent. A minimum 

    of 16 members including Committee must be present to form a quorum for the A.G.M. Members of

    the club will receive 21 days notice of an Annual or Special  Meeting. The election of the Officers 

    and Committee at the A.G.M. shall be by Ballot of those present at the meeting only. A Special
    Meeting shall be summoned by the Secretary if 12 members send a signed requisition stating the

    Subject to be discussed. No Business other than the matters on the Agenda can be discussed at the

    Special Meeting.

12) The Rules of the Club shall not be altered except at a General or Special Meeting. Any alteration

       Shall not be brought into force until the Kennel Club has been advised and given it’s approval

      Of the alterations.
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13) Annual Returns of the Club: The Officers acknowledge that during the month of January each

      Year, Maintenance of title fee will be forwarded to the Kennel Club by the Secretary for 
      Continuation of registration and that by 31st July each year other returns as stipulated in the Kennel 

      Club regulations for the registration and maintenance of the title of Societies and Breed Councils and
      The Affiliation of Agricultural Societies and Municipal Authorities will be forwarded to the Kennel

      Club. The Officers also acknowledge their duty to inform the Kennel Club of any change of Secretary

      Of the Society which may occur during the course of the year.

14) Club Accounts: A Banking account shall be opened in the name of the Club into which all revenue

      Of the Club shall be paid and from which withdrawals shall only be done by the treasurer and

      counter-signed  by the secretary or other elected Officer and an Auditor shall be appointed at each

      A.G.M., who shall audit the Club’s accounts for the ensuing year before the A.G.M.

15) Condition of membership: Members would be expected to care and look after the welfare of their

      Dogs. They should not knowingly indulge in any practice deemed detrimental to the health and

      Welfare of the Akita Breed. If accepted as a member, I would agree to uphold the constitution

     And rules of the Club and conduct Myself/ourselves in a manner befitting the good Name of the 

     Club and upholding the objectives of the Club.

16) The Society must make a list of members and their addresses available for inspection if so required

      By the members of the Society the Kennel Club.

17) The Society shall not Join and Federation of Societies or Clubs.

18) No person while an undercharged bankrupt may serve on the Committee or hold any other 

     Appointment within a Kennel Club registered Society.

19) The Kennel Club shall be the Final court of appeal in all matters of dispute.
